2Vaginal swab (self-collected or clinician collected) is preferred, urine also acceptable. 
3Syphilis testing should be included whenever a person of any age is tested for HIV or other STIs, including mpox. 
4Consider more frequent screening if patient reports: sex with a man who has sex with men, history of STI in the past year, 

methamphetamine use, unstable housing or homelessness, sex work, intimate partner violence, or incarceration.  
5Regardless of intentions to carry to term. 
6Test all pregnant people in Emergency Departments for syphilis if documentation of syphilis testing during pregnancy is not available.  
7Prioritize extragenital screening in MSM and trans women, as rectal and pharyngeal infections are almost always asymptomatic and 
include urine if cost permits. Trans men should have vaginal/front-hole screening (swab or urine) if having receptive vaginal/front-hole sex.
